Where - La Romana, Dominican Republic

What - Mission trip sponsored by the Dominican Republic Mission Team and First Baptist Church of Wallingford to serve the poor with construction projects, medical clinics, food distribution, and more.

Who’s Going - Teens and Adults from Wallingford and other towns in Connecticut (100+ people total).

Who is eligible for the scholarship?

• teenagers 15 - 19 years old by July 1, 2018.

• primary residence must be Wallingford, Connecticut, or a full-time student in Wallingford.

• teens willing to be part of a mission work group.

• previous winners are eligible but preference will be given to those who have not won before.

What will this trip be like?

• manual labor and construction work on the Good Samaritan General Hospital, building homes, or other related projects. Painting, shoveling sand, pushing wheelbarrows, etc. The group will also help run medical clinics in the sugar cane villages, distribute food to the poor, provide educational programs, etc. There is work for all ages and skill levels!

• men and women sleep in separate dormitory style rooms. All meals are provided by our hosts from the Haitian Missionary Baptist Church. Those supervising the cooking are trained in American standards of food preparation. 

• when not working, the group will enjoy the beach, visit local points of interest, and enjoy time with each other and our Dominican hosts.

What are the overall costs of the trip?

• the total cost of the trip is approximately $1,425. Airfare, food, lodging, ground transportation, duties, etc. cost about $1,200. The remaining $225 will go towards building supplies used by us in a construction project and medical supplies for clinics. You are also responsible for any additional personal expenses (shots, passports, spending money, etc.) Should you be awarded a $500 scholarship, you will be responsible for the remaining $800. There are numerous fundraisers and sponsorship opportunities available. In addition, teenagers are encouraged to use birthday money, Christmas money, and jobs to help cover this expense.

What are the benefits of this trip?

Most teens come back from this mission experience with a whole new outlook on life. The positive changes in the teenagers who travel to La Romana are extremely significant - from a greater appreciation of the things we have in the United States to a continued burning desire to help those less fortunate.
